This class is for those who have had a Soul Line Dance
class before, already know a few line dances (or parts
of them) or have at least a little experience with some
other type of dance. Dances are still taught in a step by
step fashion where most people can learn the dances,
but participants usually catch on to steps a little faster
because of prior experience. We attempt to covers new
popular dances in this class as they come out even if
they are easy. Older popular dances are not covered
since participants usually know them already or learn
them in Soul Line 1 or 2. Participants may take this class
along with Soul line 2 (and/or 1) depending on what the
participant is trying to accomplish.
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In this class instructed by Rell Murphy, you will learn how
to “start out” and learn several different ways to use the
basic steps to dance with a partner. Those who know how
to “Bop”, but would like to know the pattern for “Steppin”
are also welcome. Participants who have difficulty learning
dance altogether may want to speak to the instructor
before registration to develop the perfect regimen. Those
who catch on quickly may have the opportunity of learning
more turns within the session. This class may only allow a
limited number of females in order to keep a specific male
to female ratio. Character shoes are strongly recommended
(women). This is an excellent class for those who have had
problems trying to learn to step previously.
